THE STATEMENT OF THE ACADAMIC COMPETITION (OLYMPIAD) ON MICROBIOLOGY

1. To improve the teaching process at the Department the annual competition on Microbiology is held every year.  

2. The participation in the Olympiad is not obligatory. Only those students who wish can participate in the completion. 
BUT
3. To be the participant of the Olympiad student has to get average mark not lower then 6 on four correspondent sections of Microbiology. 

4. The competition will be held in 1 step and will include computer-based assessment work that will be composed of the next parts: 

a. The knowledge of the Latin names of the etiological agents producing infectious diseases.
b. Identification of microorganisms in the microscopic preparations (photos).
Every participant will also have to give answers on three special thinking questions and situational tasks.
5. Computer-based assessment work as well as special thinking questions will be based on the material corresponding to four sections of the subject: General Microbiology, Immunology, Bacteriology and Virology. 
6. The Olympiad will be arranged at the last week of the   autumn semester. 
7. The time will be announced at the Department before the start of the competition.
8. To get a chance to win students have to get the best final result at the Olympiad.

9. The first three winners of the Olympiad will get additional grades (grade) plus to their summarizing mark got at the final exam on Microbiology:
· 1st place: +3 grades to their examination mark 
· 2nd place: +2 grades to their examination mark 
· 3rd place: +1 grade to their examination mark 
10. The students who will take the top places: the first 10 % of the   participants who will show the best results: 
a. will be able to get the examination mark automatically without passing exam: the mark will be equal to their average mark calculated for the study of the whole course  of Microbiology
BUT only in the case if their average marks are 8, 9 or 10. 
11. The number of the top places is not dependent on the number of the participants.  
12. It is prohibited to participate in the competition in the date and time different from the date and time stated for the Olympiad.
